Central organising idea

Meaningful social action keeps the issue at the core and empowers students to make informed decisions. At every

step, come back to the central hub of the social action wheel to check that you're aligned with the issue you're trying to
address. Remember that you can also amend the issue at any point as you work through all the spokes in the wheel. This
may happen if you find that your focus has shifted or it's too challenging for students to take action on the issue.
